AS WE GATHER

For all of the Bible’s reassurances of how much God loves us, cares for
us, protects and guides us, it is, nevertheless, of our fallen, sinful nature
that we still at times harbor doubts and even despairingly want to argue
with God Himself and question His love and promises. The undying
question is “Why?” The troubles, setbacks, trials, tragedies, and reverses
in life do that. The Word before us today describes those times with the
imagery of the destructive power of raging water and the greater power
of God to deliver from threatening distress.
