then he adds,

“I will remember their sins and their lawless deeds no more.”

Let
us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for he who
promised is faithful. And let us consider how to stir up one another to
love and good works, not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit
of some, but encouraging one another, and all the more as you see the
Day drawing near.

And when they bring you
to trial and deliver you over, do not be anxious beforehand what you
are to say, but say whatever is given you in that hour, for it is not you
who speak, but the Holy Spirit. And brother will deliver brother over to
death, and the father his child, and children will rise against parents and
have them put to death. And you will be hated by all for my name’s
